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Arrest of Wanted Person

At approximately 8:25 A.M. 19 February 2009 members of the U.S. Marshals, assisted by Lancaster City Police,
arrested Kevin MAJOR, 30 yr.-old male, at 418 S. Duke St. in Lancaster City.
